ollow along the edge ot the Wisconsin
River, and you’ll find no shortage of
luxury estates to tempt the eye. Standing
stark against the shoreline, little is left to
the imagination. But there is one home
that takes a more subtle approach.
Nestled on a bluft behind a grove of trees, this
home is virtually invisible from the water—an
impressive feat for the timber frame masterpiece
comprising six bedrooms and nine bathrooms
within 17,000 square feet of living space. The
obscured setting—a deliberate choice that, at once,
embraces the luxury of privacy and creates a sense
of discovery—is reinforced at the entrance to the
property, where a rambling drive through parklike
grounds leads to the expansive home.
With its mass of timber, stone and glass, plus

a turret or two, the structure reads equal parts

mountain lodge and Old World castle. But despite
its dramatic presence —or perhaps because of it—
the home is careful not to assail the senses at once.
At the entry, a tempered approach eases you into the
ograndeur. “The immensity of this place is unbeliev-
able, but the entrance gives you a moment to pause
and take a breath,” explains Jay Parmeter, president
and owner of Golden Eagle Log & Timber Homes,
the company behind the concept.

This harmony between all-out luxury and
thoughttful restraint is the fundamental ethos that

fuels the home’s design. From this foundation,

contrasting principles merge into a seamless
dialogue —rustic elements alongside contemporary
ones; an immense scale balanced by meticulous
attention to detail; the collective and private
experience heightened by expansive spaces paired

with more intimate spots.

GRAND YET WARM

All of this can be seen at once in the sweeping main
living space just oft the entry. Leaning into an artful mix
of architectural features and materials, the urbane interi-
ors are marked Dy an exposed framework of hand-hewn
eastern white pine and Douglas fir engineered timbers
under vaulted ceilings, a massive stone hearth and a
Hoor-to-ceiling wall of glass flooding light and scenic
views into the space. Against this backdrop of warm,
natural textures, modern touches emerge —a sleek
black coftee table; sculptural light fixtures; low-slung,
human-scaled seating. Sotas and armchairs oriented
around the fireplace invite group conversation, while a
sill extending from the hearth and encircling the room is
designed for a téte-a-téte over the views. “T'he home was
developed around a lifestyle of entertaining,” says Mike

Bachinski, residential design manager for Golden Eagle

Log & Timber Homes.

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BELOW Giving off a decidedly modern vibe, the kitchen features stainless steel appliances, black polished-granite
countertops and sleek, frameless cabinetry. Tucked behind the kitchen, a window-walled space with additional cabinets and
a banquette that runs the length of the room serves as overflow seating or an out-of-the-way spot for tamily game night.

Channeling the hospitality focus of a luxury resort,
every detail contributes to an unparalleled experience for
the homeowners and their guests. Adjacent to the great
room, the contemporary-style kitchen boasts a 16-foot
island with abundant seating and storage space, along
with a Wolf gas range. The connected dining area is

outfitted with a pair of tables; a bricked, vaulted barrel

ceiling; and walls of glass that retract to allow al fresco
dining with ease. Steps away, a conversation lounge
tucked into one of the home’s two turrets serves as a
cozy alcove for after-dinner drinks or a quiet moment
of retreat. Above the space, raindrop-style lights cast a
warm glow on the interior windows that look down into

the space from the guest rooms above.
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TOP Ensconced in the rear turret,
the decorative and design elements
of the reading room echo the
curvature of the space, from the arch
above the fireplace to the sculptural

sweep of the sofa, circular coffee
table and elliptical rug. Above, a
constellation of pendants illuminates
the voluminous space, framed by
both interior and exterior windows.

LEFT Because the dining area can

be fully opened to the outdoors, the
materials enveloping the room were
chosen as much for durability as style:
walls clad in stone veneer, charcoal
brick lining the barrel-vaulted ceiling
and large-format tile to ground it all.




AN ENTERTAINER'S UTOPIA

Reinforcing the emphasis on guest-centered luxury,

each of the home’s five individual bedrooms functions
as a suite and includes a walk-out balcony with peeka-
boo river views and access to a fully stocked kitchenette
and a private reading nook. An additional bunk room,
accessible via a trek across a glass-paneled catwalk,
sleeps eight and is designed with the younger set in
mind. A thoughtful amenity in each room includes a
wall-mounted tablet tor effortless control of fireplaces,

lighting and motorized blinds.

This focus on the individual experience continues
into the lower level, designed as a recreation mecca,
complete with a media room, bar and game space, as
well as a children’s playroom. The space leans into a
lineup of industrial materials. Exposed conduits run
along the ceiling with Edison-style bulbs; below, the
Hoors are stained and polished concrete. These low-key
elements give the space—impressive by every other
measure—an intentionally understated energy. “The
simple finishes keep it feeling accessible,” explains Jay.

In addition to the design goal of nurturing
interpersonal connection, the home seeks to orient
its inhabitants towards nature —demonstrated by
the abundance of glass leading to open-air spaces
surrounding the home. Beginning at the entrance,

a seating area arranged around the nearly 9-toot-tall
entry doors—and mirrored above on a second-Hoor
patio— beckons relaxation. Additional invitations
include the private guest room balconies, outdoor
kitchen, second-story screened-in patio and ground-
level terrace with a fire pit. Together, they reveal the

leisurely soul ot the home.

“It’s centered around family and triends,” athrms
Jay. And that is, perhaps, the home’s great achievement
of all. For all its grandeur, everyone is welcome, and
that spirit of hospitality is palpable throughout this

golden waterfront oasis. @

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" hen tasked with the design for a new
~ custom family home perched above the
quintessential Rocky Mountain town

of Whitefish, Tate Interiors and Payne

Cole Designs weren't asked to channel

the humble homesteads of the region or twirl up a scheme

for a grand lodge. From the start, the briet was about balance.
“Our client had a vision that they entrusted us to fulfill:

an authentic Montana mountain home that embraces

its region and history while capitalizing on all the great

modern capabilities of today’s market,” explains Eric Payne,

co-founder of Payne Cole Designs, the architecture firm

behind the design.

o

The result is a nearly 8,000-square-foot retreat, chris-
tened “Beargrass Lodge,” which boasts Whitefish’s local ski
slopes and Glacier National Park as a backdrop. The getaway
is situated in the prestigious Iron Horse community, “where
nature is always a focus for every [home’s| design,” Eric says.
As such, the house was devised to effortlessly integrate
into the surrounding terrain, “with as minimal impact as
possible, preserving massive grand fir and cedar trees that
allow the home to now seem as though it grew from the
very site itself.”

Outside, clean lines channel a modern sensibility while
large spans of a living root and a mix ot metal, local stone
and wood evoke classic rusticity. From inside, the connec-
tion to nature is unmistakable. The architecture sets the
stage with floor-to-ceiling windows in the great room that
frame the surrounding forest as a focal point. Throughout,
the open layout ofters entry points to the great outdoors at
every turn, from the primary bedroom to the downstairs bar

to the sprawling covered deck oft the kitchen.

The thoughtful selection of furnishings and fabrics, including a
custom Heirloom Lighting chandelier, an antique trunk-turned-

coffee-table and shearling chairs, enhances the floor-to-ceiling

woodland views.

FAMILY INTO FOCUS

Given the nature-minded location, the home was also
crafted with family and functionality in mind —visions
of easy-going gatherings after a day spent in the wilds
of Montana dictated the layout and finishes.

“We want our clients” homes to reflect who they
are and how they live,” explains interior designer
Heidi Tate. She notes that Beargrass Lodge is first and
foremost a legacy home, where the tamily can enjoy

quality time together. There’s space for everyone to curl

up in front of the concrete fireplace or enjoy holiday
meals around the custom-made dining table, where the

kids can pile into the back of the booth.

Downstairs, the entertainment spaces enhance the
home’s convivial spirit. There’s a distinctly adult wine
bar, as well as an all-ages game room complete with
poker and pool tables. From here, the family can spill
outdoors onto an expansive terrace overlooking the
lake. There’s ample room to relax in the sunken hot
tub, gather around the fire pit or cook al fresco in the
built-in kitchen.

With its location just a stone’s throw from

Whitefish Mountain Resort, Iron Horse Golt Club and

Whitefish Lake, incorporating a stylish but serviceable
mudroom to discard wet hiking, skiing or swimming

gear was a non-negotiable matter.

LEFT Bold yet refined, the bar area
combines wire-brushed and black-
stained cedar walls, sleek concrete
floors and a striking bison mount in

an Intimate setting.
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A sunken hot tub, built-in kitchen and stone

fireplace extend living outdoors while oftering

commanding views of Whitefish Lake.

MATERIAL MATTERS
Inside and out, this lifestyle-minded layout called for an aesthetic—and

ambiance—that deftly lands somewhere between traditional and modern,
easy-going and elegant.

The architecture is sleek, and the layout is functional, but Heidi’s role
was to temper all of it with a warm sense of place. To do so, and deliver the
client’s desired combination ot contemporary, classic and comfort, Heidi

and her team carefully curated every element of the interior design and

furnishings, starting with the materials.

Hard-wearing selections —like the Fabricut performance fabric on the
oreat room’s oversized sectional, concrete looring on the lower level and
engineered stone countertops throughout—withstand the demands of

ograndkids, pets and a recreational lifestyle without feeling utilitarian.

A natural palette of reclaimed wood, stone and wool further embeds
the home into its setting; woven textiles, plaid accents, hair-on-hide seating

and earthy tones add to the home’s narrative of rustic refinement.
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MADE FOR MONTANA

Once function and comfort were established, articu-
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Each of the living spaces and seven bedrooms
carries its own identity, but thoughtful nods to the
Western leanings of Montana-inspired design unity
them. “My client was concerned with things feeling
authentic and purposetful,” Heidi recalls. Accordingly,
the rooms aren’t filled with artisanal accessories.
Rather, the spotlight is on the environs. “I never do
an accent wall unless it’s stone or another exterior
material, because we want the focus to be on the view
and the surrounding landscape,” Heidi explains. “The
colors of the bark on the trees, the pine needles and the
lake at the bottom of the valley...those tend to be the
things that I like to bring inside.”

These natural materials and furnishings anchor
the interiors, creating a connection to the landscape
and its history. Intentional, subtle layering provides

depth without distraction from the dramatic backdrop

and results in a retreat that feels authentically Montana:

durable, practical and effortlessly elegant. &

TOP RIGHT The soapstone fireplace surround and
reclaimed timber mantel introduce earthy ambiance to
the primary suite. “We tried to balance the rustic elements
with the clean lines to make it feel timeless,” Heidi says.

RIGHT Even the smallest spaces take inspiration from
Montana's natural surrounds. In the powder bathroom,
mosaic rock flooring resembles the textural beauty of a
lake bottom. The floating countertop boasts undermount

lighting that accentuates the flooring to dramatic effect.
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The cozy den epitomizes tactile, Montana-inspired interior design.

[t features poplar bark wallcoverings, a velvet armchair, a leather

side table, hair-on-hide ottomans and one-of-a-kind wool rugs.

his was the directive his clients had cast
when architect Kevin Richardson of Timber
Forge Design began the drawings for this
four-bedroom, three-and-a-half bathroom,
6,000-square-foot home. In a style Kevin refers
to as “mountain blend,” this northwestern Montana home
integrates the traditional elements of luxury mountain
architecture in contemporary, unexpected and visually
impactful ways.
“Orientation was key for this design,” Kevin recalls.

LT

I'he site had a very specific view line they wanted to

capture.” To give every major room in the house that shot
of the Salish Mountains in the distance, a lineal design with
varying heights took shape. An abundance of south-facing

windows allows plenty of daylight even during Montana’s

dark winters. However, Kevin does have a word of caution:
“When you have that western view,” he explains, “you def-
initely get hit by the sun. So we used the roof schemes to

minimize the blasting sun in that late atternoon time trame
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in the summer.”

In fact, root schemes are a major component that sets
this home apart. “I think it’s got about 15 roof pitches,” says
Andrew “Bear” Barinowski of Malmquist Construction, the
company behind the build. Kevin designed a mix of shed
roofs, a traditional gable-style roof and multiple Hatter roof

pitches—many with unique radial, or wing-shaped, profiles.

It’s not a repetition of rooflines in a predictable pattern,
according to Kevin, but a balanced cadence coming across
the home, with shed roots over the entryway, covered deck
and ownert’s suite providing the sharp, unique field of the

roof the clients wanted.

Elements like
structural Douglas fir timbers (stained jet black) and
a one-of-a-kind ceiling cove above the dining table
serve to define each individual space. LED uplighting

in the cove plays off the varied heights and angles of

the 3-by-3-inch end-grain wood-block inlay.

SITUATIONAL DESIGN

Functionally, the home’s shared spaces accommao-

date family life as well as frequent entertaining.
The large great room flows into the dining room
toward a chet’s kitchen with a massive island.
Glass doors from the dining room lead to an
outdoor eating area and a covered space which

can be enjoyed in three seasons, thanks to ceiling

heaters.

Like many mountain properties, “timber is a standout

element ot this home,” recalls Chris Connelly, Malm-
quist’s project manager who oversaw construction.
Plus, exterior materials like cedar siding, cedar
nickel-gap sofhits and a large natural stone chimney in
earth tones with black accents are nods to traditional
mountain architecture as well. Yet inside, Douglas

fir timbers stained black belie a traditional Montana
lodge style—and a bold color palette paired with sleek

finishes make the interior one-of-a-kind.

Despite the generous use of black throughout the
interior, the main level is light and airy while utilizing
the contrast of the beams and posts to highlight
the rooms’ architectural character, explains interior
designer Cassie Guy-Congdon, principal of Finish
House. Cassie, who selected all the hard finishes for
the home (i.e., flooring, lighting, cabinetry, tile, paint
and fixtures) recalls, “The client liked sparkly things,
but wanted to stay refined. We made the main floor
monochromatic enough so that the pops of color the

client likes can stand out.”
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Meanwhile, the downstairs color palette is dramatically dark
and moody, integrating more shimmer and mixed metals, which
really pop in front of ebony paint. Throughout the home, Cassie
employed unique, sometimes oversized light fixtures to create
“moments of pause” and subtle glimmer. She also used layered

lighting to dramatic eftect. “Lighting isn’t just about how much

light but also intentionally causing shadows, which creates more
interest,” she explains. “When you apply that to your lighting
design, that is what makes it feel so dynamic.”

And perhaps it’s that very principle, applied more broadly
to the overall design, that gives this home such a dynamic
aesthetic. The variety and layering ot rooflines, the intentional
use of light and dark contrast, those moments ot pause to take
in a large-scale or lustrous focal point—all these and more

comprise a unique, luxurious and bold mountain home.

RIGHT "“We wanted to show that you can be monochromatic and still
dramatic, says Cassie of the home's powder room. “What comes into play
here is intentional lighting, highlights and shadows, proportion and texture.
Because it's a self-contained space, it could be an art piece in itself, versus
more utilitarian, like you would find in secondary bathrooms.” The tile floor
is Nova Blue Limestone in a herringbone pattern with a border from GBI
Tile & Stone, and the hammered nickel sink is by Native Trails.

nterior design motifs come in and out of vogue

with unsurprising regularity. In recent decades,

the rise and decline of countless styles— from the

Start with the Structure

A quiet-luxury approach to designing and building a home emphasizes a foundation of rich, architectural
features that prioritize craftsmanship and convey a sense of permanence. “The idea is for the room itself to
be stunning even before you add any other layers,’ shares Meagan. Lean into open-concept spaces with high
ceilings and exposed wood elements, an abundance of windows that spill light through the interiors, built-ins
that double as seating and storage, a striking fireplace, detailed millwork and wide-plank hardwood floors.

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The Materials
You Use Matter

To truly achieve that air of quiet luxury,
real materials are a must. “The luxury

is in the authenticity,” Rochelle asserts.
In architectural design, this translates
primarily to real wood, natural stone,
exquisite tilework and raw metals.

In the kitchen, look to unlacquered
brass hardware or fixtures that will take on
a natural patina over time, as well as honed
or leathered countertops for a soft, matte
finish; stained wood cabinetry; and other

warm, wood details, such as beams on

the ceiling. To merge form and function,
Rochelle also suggests a scullery to keep
messy tasks out of sight and promote the
kitchen as a welcoming gathering space,
organized pot-and-pan drawers with

lid sorters and dishware drawers placed
below the counter height. “It's an immense
luxury for things to feel easy, she says.
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Curate Your Color Palette

As the name suggests, the quiet luxury concept embraces muted
tones. The most obvious imagery is a hushed backdrop washed from
floor to ceiling in neutral earth tones, like taupe, cream and stone.
(Favorite paint colors name-dropped by our designers include
Benjamin Moore's Swiss Coffee, White Dove, Edgecomb Grey,
Alexandria Beige, Bleeker Beige and Clay Beige.)

But a monochromatic, color-drenched scheme isn't the only
option. “Sometimes a bold, vibrant shade is the perfect way to exude
a sense of luxury,” says Rochelle. Allow nature to guide the palette.
"It you're lakeside, bring in the blues and greens from the lakes and
trees, she suggests. Or opt for warmer tones, like deep red, amber
or charcoal. To create a pleasing visual balance, try pairing warm and
cool colors, such as camel alongside blue-grey. If opting for richer
tones, Rochelle ofters this rule on restraint: “Keeping the ‘quiet’ in

“Six or seven years ago we started doing
major additions,” says the owner. “We added
an exercise room, a theater and a dining
room large enough for either of our families
to sit at one table comfortably.” The latest
add-on, dubbed “the barn,” was completed
in May 2019 and includes a six-car garage,
an indoor swimming pool, a timber-framed
lounge and a breezeway that acts both as a

foyer and a connector to the original home.

PASSION PROJECT

As their house expanded, the owners simul-
taneously filled it with art, but what started
as a collection eventually turned into clutter.
The solution? A private gallery located in the
addition. “We collect historical Native Amer-
ican artifacts—clothing, beadwork, jewelry
and things of that nature,” shares the owner.
In fact, the gallery itself is built from bits of
history; the floorboards are reclaimed wood
and the ceiling is made from pallets that
transported rail tracks.

To match the reclaimed wood in the
gallery and elsewhere in the home, the
couple wanted natural elements that would
add to the rustic feel. Doug Beilfuss, owner
of Custom Timber Frames, had worked with
his clients on previous additions and knew
that rough-sawn white pine timbers, which
are native to Wisconsin, would give them
the look they wanted. “Our process is to
work up three or four concepts for the truss
design,” he says. “Then when the owner
chooses a direction, we develop the plan,

engineer it and build it.”

The timbers on the kitchen's adobe-hacienda-
style ceiling are purely decorative and give

the room an earthy, rustic feel. Meanwhile, the
Bahama Sea Blue custom cabinetry, designed
and built by Dombeck Custom Cabinets, infuse
the space with vivid color.
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All the trusses in the home are built in the
hammerbeam style. In the pool room, the span
of the largest truss is 40 feet and features metal
tension ties. “It's fun building a truss that size,’ says
Doug. "It simply comes down to engineering’

As for the home’s flow, “I'm an architectural
engineer,” says the owner. “I could communicate

what I wanted, but from there it was supreme

collaboration. My wife decided what she wanted,

and oft we went.”

No matter the size or scope ot the project,
the key to success is coordination between home-
owner, contractor and timber manufacturer.
“This one truly was a team approach,” says Doug.
“You need that feeling on a project like this; that
everyone in that building is working towards
the same goal: to give these clients the absolute

highest quality. It’s everything they asked for.” €

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In a gesture of architectural symbolism, the home's angled design, anchored by the grand,
timber-covered entry, reaches out to draw guests towards the home. A dark stain on the
cedar siding and timber elements keeps the sprawling home from overwhelming the

grassy landscape, while pops of crimson on windows and doors add a touch of character.
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Along with emphasizing grand pieces, the home's thoughtful
design plan includes just enough negative space. The airy void
created by the great room'’s soaring ceilings, pitched 36 feet
towards the roofline, and the stretches of wall left noticeably
bare create visual balance, allowing the eye to rest for a

moment before continuing its delightful journey.

ne of the hallmarks of a well-designed

home is the ability to evoke a sense

of place. However, tor the home-
owners of this timber frame beauty,

limiting that identity to a singular

locale —especially one chosen purely
for proximity—would have been a lost opportunity.
Rooted just outside of the culturally eclectic city of

New Orleans, the home wears its Southern roots
lightly. Influences from distant design traditions and
landscapes inform both exterior and interior, giving the
home a sense of being worlds away —like architecture
curated in another place and time.

This transported quality begins with the home’s
traditional timber-framed bones that embrace a
decidedly Western vernacular. A collaboration between
owners Bruce and Claire Ennis and PrecisionCraft Log
and Timber Homes, the lodge-like influence is clear,
with both architecture and materials reflecting their
rustic inspiration. Deep overhangs and Douglas fir
trusses, supported by massive western red cedar tree
posts standing sentinel at the entry, create a striking
first impression, while rugged dark-stained wood
siding and stonework ground the home in its lakeside
surroundings. “The only thing we don’t have are
snowcapped mountains and a herd of elk meandering
outside the windows,” says Bruce. “Other than that, this

place absolutely looks like it belongs in Montana.”

DESIGN EVOLUTION
Like many buildings of the West, the home reads
as more of a compound than a single structure,
with its numerous additions completed over
the course of a decade. The collection includes
a detached garage, with an upstairs ballroom,
bar and sleeping loft joined to the home by a
covered deck with both upper- and lower-level
outdoor living areas. Just a few steps away,
a matching timber-framed pavilion, built in
anticipation of a pool, sits adjacent to a green-
house and a pergola-topped meditation garden
with koi pond. A new guest cabin bordering the
manmade body of water is currently in process.
This multi-structure design pays homage
to the Old West homestead practice of layering
additions to an original structure but reimagines
it in a decidedly modern way. Rather than feeling
pieced together, each area is united seamlessly
to the others through a cohesive design plan, a
palette of harmonious materials and consistent
lines. “Bridging those elements was a significant
design accomplishment,” shares PrecisionCratt’s

lead architect Matt Franklin.

A tableau of texture, the kitchen showcases polished
travertine floors, leathered granite countertops and walls
with a skip trowel plaster-like finish. A distressed red island
and Southwestern-style rug, along with a black and brass
La Cornue range and vent hood, inject bold color into

the otherwise muted space.
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ABOVE Adjacent to the home's ballroom, the bar has a decidedly rustic aesthetic, with its exposed brick

walls, tractor-style seating and live-edge top. “It's made to look like an old barn with hardwood floors, the

kind of place you would throw peanut shells on the ground,” Bruce says.
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TRAVEL AS MUSE

Within this rustic framework, the soul of the
home comes alive. Brimming with diverse
design influences inside and out, every detail
draws freely from the homeowners’ heritage
and globe-trotting adventures. These far-Hlung
influences meld into a tapestry of color, texture,
and one-of-a-kind furnishings threaded through-
out the interiors spanning more than 5,000
square feet.

The first whispers of this collected approach
are seen upon arrival. A pair of 200-year-old
carved wooden doors from India set into a
wall of stained glass lotus lowers honoring
Claire’s native Philippines splash texture and
color across the entry. Just inside the threshold,
reclaimed wood flooring from an early 2oth

century train station appears as the ceiling finish

in the lowered entry. Treasures from the couple’s
excursions appear at every turn: a distinguished
grandfather clock; framed maps of local water-
ways; a striking collection of Native American
artwork; and handcrafted wood pieces.

In fact, Bruce and Claire’s love for unusual
finds are apparent throughout the residence in
both their furnishings and building choices —
flared tree posts from British Columbia;
Louisiana brick in the wine room; mosaic tiles
from Istanbul in the greenhouse; reclaimed
wood from Midwestern barns; and the list
continues. Two elements have particular ties to
the couple: As a tribute to Bruce’s native home
of Miami, the outdoor patios and walkways
surrounding the home are made with coral
rock, a once-ubiquitous building material in

that region.
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The pavilion, which will double as a swim-up bar, showcases several intriguing pieces, including a handmade, cherry wood canoe

and an antler sculpture suspended below the timber-framed roof, along with a water buffalo skull hung above the outdoor
fireplace—a nod to Claire’s experience riding a water buffalo to harvest rice during her upbringing in the Philippines.
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Additionally, a vibrant shade of red, represent-
ing Claire’s Filipino heritage, makes unexpected
appearances via framed windows across the front
and rear, a painted island in the kitchen and a pair
of doors sourced from Tibet. “Everything we have
has something to do with who we are, some place
we have been —maybe it’s a trip to Europe—or an
activity we enjoy doing, like riding motorcycles or
scuba diving in Belize,” says Bruce.

The meaningtul pieces gathered from around
the globe give the interiors a warm, collected vibe
without feeling staged. “We like a grand teeling, but
we didn’t want it to feel formal or stufty,” explains
Bruce. The laid-back spirit of the interiors, paired
with the couple’s naturally relaxed mien, puts visi-
tors at ease. In fact, on any given evening, alongside
the pond—known to host the occasional alligator
as well as family and triends —the sounds of a live
Zydeco band may drift across tables heaped with the
South’s sacred feast of crawfish, corn and potatoes.
Layered atop an otherwise cosmopolitan aesthetic,
it’s a deliberate nod to the home’s Louisiana locale.

No matter if the couple is hosting a casual
cookout, a charity event, a wine and bourbon
tasting or a ballroom dance, Southern hospitality
radiates from every inch of the home. “We love
parties, but we're casual people,” Bruce continues.
Even with the home’s collection of unusual, storied
pieces, the atmosphere is anything but precious.
“It’s ultra comfortable,” asserts Bruce. “It’s a place
where people can chill out—not feel like they’re

sitting in a museum.” @
